A new year means it’s time to stop and see how
we’ve been doing.  The Central Wisconsin
Children’s Museum is now eight years old, and just
like any eight-year-old, we have lots of energy,  we
are proud of our accomplishments, we have big
plans, and we are learning and growing every day!

One concept we observe each day is just how
important early learning experiences are for all
children.  Brain research has shown that nurturing
in the earliest years, between birth and age eight, is

it easier to see and understand the kinds of learning-through-play experiences that
take place at the Museum, we have developed a set of symbols based on the major
areas of development defined in Wisconsin’s Model Early Learning Standards.

You will also find
them alongside all of our program and exhibit descriptions on the website, showing
which developmental areas each program or exhibit helps to foster.
