Central Wisconsin ChildrenÕs Museum has exciting news! Through collaboration with some generous sponsors
including the WomenÕs Fund of Portage County, we have created the ÒEvery Child! Every Family! Every Group!Ó
fund.  The purpose of this fund is to ensure that every child in our community has the opportunity to gain access to
our hands-on learning facility.

We are inviting nonprofit organizations that serve mostly low-income children and families to participate in the
Every Child! Every Family! Every Group! fund program.  It works in several ways.

Free Group Visits
If a group from your organization schedules a visit to the Museum at least two weeks in advance, admission
is free.  Visits are available to your organization up two times per year per group.  (For example, if you
serve two organized groups, perhaps in-home families and site-based families, each of those groups could
visit up to two times per year.)  The Every Child! Every Family! Every Group! fund covers admission
during regular hours only; any additional programs or off hours events will require a small fee.  In exchange,
we ask that you write a letter of support to the ChildrenÕs Museum describing how your children/families
benefited from your visit.  We will use letters to secure additional funding.  To schedule your visit, call 344-
2003 during our hours, Wednesday through Saturday, 10am Ð 4 pm.

Please will help us spread the word to WIC participants who now may visit the Museum for free with their
immediate family by showing their WIC folder to our front desk staff.
